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o 3: Middle Level Philosophy and School Organiza9on Middle level teacher 
candidates understand the major concepts, principles, theories, and research 
underlying the historical and philosophical founda9ons of developmentally 
responsive middle level programs and schools, and they work successfully within 
middle level organiza9onal components.

o 4: Middle Level Instruc9on and Assessment Middle level teacher candidates 
understand, use, and reflect on the major concepts, principles, theories, and 
research related to data-informed instruc9on and assessment. They establish and 
maintain equitable, caring, and produc9ve learning environments for all young 
adolescents. They employ a variety of developmentally appropriate instruc9onal 
strategies, informa9on literacy skills, and technologies to meet the learning 
needs of all young adolescents (e.g., gender, race, ethnicity, culture, age, 
appearance, ability, sexual orienta9on, gender expression, gender iden9ty, 
socioeconomic status, family composi9on). They use instruc9onal strategies and 
technologies that are especially effec9ve in the subjects that they teach in ways 
that encourage explora9on, crea9vity, and informa9on literacy skills (e.g., cri9cal 
thinking, problem solving, evalua9on of informa9on gained) so that young 
adolescents are ac9vely engaged in their learning. Middle level teacher 
candidates develop and administer assessments and use them as forma9ve and 
summa9ve tools for assessing prior learning, implemen9ng effec9ve lessons, 
reflec9ng on young adolescent learning, and adjus9ng instruc9on based on the 
knowledge gained.   

o 5: Middle Level Professional Roles Middle level teacher candidates understand 
their complex roles as teachers of young adolescents. They engage in prac9ces 
and behaviors that develop their competence as middle level professionals. They 
are informed advocates for young adolescents and middle level educa9on, and 
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meet the elements of the standards specified by the Interna9onal Reading Associa9on 
(IRA) Standards for Reading Professionals, 2010.
